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Academic Probation and Dismissal
Satisfactory progress toward an undergraduate degree is required. Professional students must maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.0 in classes required for
the major. In the event that the GPA drops below the minimum 2.0, students will be placed on academic probation and given one enrollment period to
raise their GPA to the satisfactory level. Exceptions to this policy may be noted in program descriptions.

A student may be disqualified from further work at APU if a 2.0 cumulative GPA is not maintained. Dismissal actions are posted on a student’s transcript.
