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The Exploring Program provides support for first- and second-year students who have not committed to a major, creating an environment that supports
their search for a vocation and helping them choose a major that aligns with their skills, interests, sense of person, and calling. A common major for
entering freshmen is “undeclared’—in other words, many students have not yet selected a major. At Azusa Pacific, these Exploring majors have time
during their first four semesters to explore different courses, converse with faculty, and then select a major.
